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Homestay Guidelines for
New International Students

The Sapporo International Communication Plaza
offers a homestay program for new international
students arriving to study at universities and
colleges in the Sapporo area. This program aims
to ease students’ concerns about accommodation
upon arrival and helps them experience cultural
exchange with host families, supporting a smooth
start to their student life in Sapporo area.

1. Host families participate on a volunteer basis.
As a rule, international students may stay for
up to five nights and six days, during which
the host family provides breakfast and dinner.
Since this is a volunteer activity by the family,
no accommodation fee is charged.

2. Host families do not provide airport pick-up,
so international students are expected to make
their own way.

3. When you arrive, please make sure to ask
your host family about the household rules
and follow them. If there is anything you are
not sure or don’t understand, don’t hesitate to
ask your host family.

4. As a rule, lunch is at your own expense. When
going out, please be sure to inform your host
family of your expected return time. If you will
not need breakfast or dinner, please let your
host family know in advance so they do not
prepare it unnecessarily.

5. Personal expenses during outings (such as
entrance fees), and other costs are your
responsibility. If you would like to use Wi-Fi, a
computer, or the washing machine at the host
family’s home, please ask for permission and
check the appropriate time to use them.

6. If you have an accident or fall ill during your
homestay, please contact your school
coordinator (emergency contact) immediately.

7. Small gifts upon arrival and a thank-you note
after your homestay are greatly appreciated
by your host family. However, expensive gifts
may cause Inconvenience, so please avoid
them.
